As I've indicated elsewhere, | am so very proud—and humbled—by the fact that our parents and patrons voted to tax themselves to
help the children in this district even though we are in very trying economic times. For some of you, this vote was a very difficult choice,
so | am grateful that the patrons of this district voted to continue to support our children’s futures.

The M&O levy committee was crucial to the levy’s passage. Chairman Nicki Bush and Treasurer Marla Miller worked hard to make the
levy successful, assisted by Kerry Serl, Belle Williams, Dennis and Mason Keller, Michele Russell, Scott Purvis, Paula Sandirk, Susie
Foster. Board members Tony Kinswa, Chip Styger and Robyn LaBrasca worked with the committee, along with principals Tony Miles
and Bob Hunt.

The Napavine PTA and Napavine Education Association helped make the levy successful as did all those other parents and students
and patrons who posted and waved signs.

Above all, | am grateful for those 1058 of you who chose to exercise your right to vote.

PRIOR TO THE LEVY’S PASSING, | was asked what Napavine would do if the voters chose to reject the request. | answered that |
couldn’t think about that because it would be too devastating to consider.

| know that the legislature is already talking about the cuts that they have to make. The initiatives that the voters passed several years
ago to reduce class sizes in our elementary schools and to provide funding for school improvement activities will be eliminated this year
by the state, and Napavine will have its education allotment reduced by about $140,000 next year as a result. Thankfully, this will be
offset by the $135,000 additional money we will receive in 2010-11 from the levy’s passage.

In other words, passing the levy means that we will be able to maintain what we have right now-no increases, no decreases, just
maintenance.

But that's surely better than alternative if the levy had not passed.

ON A PERSONAL NOTE, it is with mixed feelings that my wife, Kjersti, and | announce that we will not be returning to Napavine School
District next fall. Our decision is in response to personal needs and a recognition that, as Andrew Marvell wrote,
